(b) Marriage/Relationship Enrichment Programme 
Goals and Actions
The resource used will be “Prepare/Enrich”.

Accredited facilitators are required to run the programme.

A fee of $40 is charged by the programme authors for each evaluation. 

· To engage married, or committed, couples with a programme to revisit and re-evaluate their marital or committed  relationship .

· To offer a recognised programme for married, or committed, couples that assesses the overall position of their relationship, indicating both strengths and areas on which to work.

· To indicate that the parish is aware of local social and family issues and can offer an appropriate engagement with these presenting issues.

· To add another practical layer of the parish’s image with the broader community
Expected Outcomes
· Individuals engaged in a relationship will have an increased awareness of the strengths and weaknesses that exist within a committed relationship.

· To offer the community a programme that will help individuals recognise and address emerging issues within a relationship that may detract from the value from the relationship

· To proactively seek to support committed couples through increased development of their individual strengths

· To allow the parish to be seen to be actively engaging with the community in a new way

Strategies
· To initially advertise the programme through then Leopold Local, the Op Shops and by word of mouth.

· To allow sufficient time for the necessary interviews, instrument completion and reflection with the couples.
Resource Requirements
· The parish will bear some cost for photocopying the individual reports and any other material that assists with strengthening relationships.
Potential Problems 
There are no real foreseen problems
Reviewing and accountability
The primary monitoring and review process will be by the response to the programme within the community.
Parts of the programme can be disseminated throughout the community through the Leopold local. This will allow an informal “parish pump” response. 
There will be no formal reporting to the vestry/parish on a case by case basis but the programme participation rate can be quantified

The instrument is currently in place and this programme can commence immediately.
