Goals and Actions
· To engage young parents with a programme to enhance parenting skills.

· To offer a course for young parents that has an immediate and practical application to their lives.

· To indicate that the parish is aware of local social and family issues and can offer an appropriate engagement with these presenting issues.

· To add another practical layer of the parish’s image with the Newcomb Park Primary School
Expected Outcomes
· Increased interaction between the parish and non-parishioners.

· To offer the community a programme that will help form young people into responsible adolescents through a positive parenting programme.

· To increase the capacity for young parents to parent effectively.

· To allow the parish to be seen to be actively engaging with young parents in a new way
Strategies
a. To initially meet with the school principal of Newcomb Park Primary School to determine the school’s attitude to the parish’s offer.

b. To ensure that the appropriate staff of NPPS are aware of the proposal and support it.

c. To encourage NPPS to determine the place, date, time and number of participants.

d. To conduct a six to eight week course based on the information sought by the participants

e. To ask that participants fill out feedback sheets which will be available to the principal of NPPS and to the vestry
